Eisenhower, Youngsville, Corry come up with trap victories
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Warren’s Derek McMeans competes in the high jump
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Trinity Wennberg had a strong day for the Warren girls.

EAST MEADOW, N.Y. (AP)
— The Pittsburgh Penguins have
the big-name players. The New
York Islanders rely on their sys-
tem for success.

Perennial All-Stars Sidney
Crosby and Evgeni Malkin lead
the high-scoring Penguins against
Anders Lee, Mathew Barzal and
the defensive-minded Islanders in
the first round of the playoffs in
the teams’ first postseason meet-
ing since 2013.

“They’ve had great pedigree in
the past, they have it now,” Is-
landers coach Barry Trotz said.
“It’s going to be exciting to go
against the top players. ...They’re
a good hockey team, they’re deep
and they’ve won.”

Pittsburgh won back-to-back
Stanley Cups in 2016 and ‘17, be-
fore Trotz led Washington past the
Penguins en route to the fran-
chise’s first championship last
year. He then left the Capitals and
joined the Islanders, leading New
York back to the playoffs after a
two-year absence and following
the departure of former captain
John Tavares in free agency last
summer.

Under Trotz, the Islanders went
from giving up the most goals in
the league a year ago to allowing
the fewest this season.

“They do it by committee,”
Crosby said. “There isn’t a shut-
down line necessarily. It’s all
those guys playing together and

defending as a unit. So you’ve got
to be prepared to fight through
things, get to the net and create
chances.”

Picked by many experts to miss
the playoffs again, the Islanders
thrived under their Stanley Cup-
winning coach. They led the Met-
ropolitan Division for a large
stretch of the season, before hold-
ing off the Penguins for second
place and home-ice advantage in
this series.

Lee was New York’s top scorer
28 goals, and Brock Nelson had
25. Barzal (18 goals, 44 assists)
led the way in points for the sec-
ond straight year. Josh Bailey (16
goals, 40 assists), Nelson (28 as-
sists) and Lee (23 assists) also had

50-point seasons.
The Penguins overcame a rough

start that saw them tied for last in
the Eastern Conference in Novem-
ber to return to the playoffs for a
13th straight season, the longest
active streak in the NHL. They did
it while enduring injuries to sever-
al players, including Malkin, de-
fensemen Kris Letang and goalie
Matt Murray.

Led by Jake Guentzel (40 goals,
36 assists) and Crosby (35 goals,
65 assists), the Penguins were
sixth in the league in scoring.
Crosby had his first 100-point
season in five years, and Phil
Kessel (27 goals, 55 assists),
Malkin (21 goals, 51 assists) and
Letang (16 goals, 40 assists) also

topped 50 points.
“They’ve had a ton of success

with this lineup,” Lee said.
“They’re a threat any night they
lace up their skates. We got a big
challenge ahead of us.”

SULLIVAN VS. TROTZ,
ROUND 4: Trotz and Penguins
coach Mike Sullivan are facing off
in the playoffs for the fourth
straight year. The previous three
were all in the second round, and
the winner of Penguins-Capitals
series went on to win the Stanley
Cup each time.

Now, Trotz is in New York and
facing a familiar foe in April.

“We’re probably in the same
boat, we know a lot about each
other,” Trotz said.
